
VPA Code of Conduct 
 
 Follow all hunting, fishing, and trapping regulations.  

 
 Only access areas posted with VPA signs. Know the field boundaries and do not 

trespass on the surrounding private land. 
 
 Access is limited to foot traffic only. No motorized vehicles allowed. 

 
 Avoid damage to property and standing crops. 

 
 Park wisely on the shoulder of a public road or in a designated parking area. Do 

not block access to farm fields or pastures. 
 
 Leave gates as you found them. 

 
 Do not hunt near farmsteads or buildings - maintain a distance of 300’. 

 
 Do not contact landowners of VPA properties asking for permission to access 

VPA properties. 
 
 Support Ethical Responsible Hunting – Report violations

 Be aware of invasive species and prevent the spread – clean all boots, equipment, 

dogs, etc. before entering and leaving a VPA property. 
 
 Constructing or erecting blinds, stands or other structures is not allowed. 

Portable structures are acceptable - avoid damaging trees and take structures 
with you when you leave. 

 
 Do not litter.  Pack out spent shotgun shells or rifle casings. 

 
 Be ethical, courteous and safe.  Abuse it - lose it.
